Vacant Premises 

Retail occupancy levels in Worthing are improving 
slightly but there are still a number of vacant prem-
ises in the Town Centre.  In March 2009 there 
were 80 vacant premises and March 2010 saw this 
improve to 70 vacancies with 11 of these proper-
ties under offer of refurbishment.   However, we 
also know of at least 3 other premises that will 
soon be on the market. 
 
The TCI have used vinyl coverings to improve the 
look of some of these properties but we do need to 
obtain the building owners permission and this is 
not always easy to do.   
 
A high proportion of retail premises are owned by 
investment or pension funds who are not based 
locally and do not see improving the look of the 
property an important issue. 
 
We need your help !!! If you have a vacant prop-
erty near you and know who the owner is please 
let us know as we will try to get their permission to 
cover the windows just until that property is let.   
 
In the interim the TCI will continue to keep empty 
shop windows washed and continue to work with 
the local authority to maximise opportunities to 
bring empty premises back into use.

Shopwatch Information 

Gas Works Update 

Southern Gas Networks have started carry-
ing out essential work to replace 1KM of 
existing metal gas mains in  Warwick Street, 
Anne Street and the High Street.  
 
If you have any specific queries you should 
contact Stuart Hopkins the SGN team man-
ager on 01273 493 197 during office hours 
9am-4pm Monday to Friday or alternatively 
go to www.sgn.co.uk.  
 
This work is essential to replace the aging 
gas main and will help maintain the safety 
and reliability of the gas supply network. 

Please remember that Shopwatch members should 
not follow suspects unless they are trained to do so 
and have objective grounds. Suspects showing an 
intent to shoplift should be observed in store and a 
description circulated via the radio link.   
 
The Worthing Shopwatch scheme is an information  
sharing network to help deter crime by observation 
and information sharing. Data collected about sus-
pects should be passed on to the TCI offices to be 
circulated to other members via the intranet.  
 
Shopwatch meetings will now be held 
quarterly and the dates for the year 
are as follows:
