Gas Works Update

Southern Gas Networks have started
carrying out essential work to replace
1KM of existing metal gas mains in War-
wick Street, Anne Street and the High
Street.

The proposed work will be carried out in
phases and Southern Gas Networks have
been working closely with the Town Cen-
tre Initiative, emergency services and
local authorities to plan this project in
such a way as to keep disruption to a
minimum while meeting emergency ac-
cess and pedestrian safety requirements.

Access for deliveries may at certain times
be unavoidably restricted and traders
who may be affected are requested to
advise drivers accordingly.

Warden Update

There has been a petition, and repre-
sentation, made by some of the BID
levy payers concerned at the loss of
any security cover within the Town
Centre when the contract with Max
Security ended on 31st January 2010.

Tanya and Paul the 2 Town Centre
Rangers, employed by the Worthing
Town Centre Initiative, are not affected
by the termination of the security con-
tract so there is still support should it
be needed.

Some BID levy payers felt that the loss
of the cover supplied by Max Security
would negatively affect the amount of
stock being recovered or thefts being
prevented as well as making Worthing
feel less safe for shoppers.

To allow time for an open meeting for
BID levy payers to be set up to discuss
this issue it has been agreed that the
TCI will offer Piers a temporary con-
tract until the end of the financial year,
31" March.

Once the open meeting has been ar-
ranged the date will be circulated to all
BID levy payers and we hope you will
be able to come along.
