X The costs to install and operate the Ice Rink
are 20% lower than over the Christmas pe-
riod because there is less demand at this
time.

X February is a quiet month for events and ac-
tivities and with school half term people are
keen to find something different to do.

The impact that the conditions had on

footfall and the amount of injuries sustained has been raised with West Sussex County Council
who have reviewed their priorities in extremely adverse conditions.

Large Hippo bags of salt and grit have been delivered to the Town Centre at either end of the
pedestrian precincts of Warwick Street and Montague Street so that Businesses, the Street
Cleansing Team, Town Rangers and West Sussex Highways Rangers can then use this stock
to spread on icy patches. West Sussex County Council will be arranging for the stocks to be

refilled when required.

The feedback we have received during the recent inclement weather is that the new policy has
led to massive improvements allowing customers to safely access shops We will continue to
monitor and review the situation whilst the icy conditions continue.

Worthing Rotary Club Request

Most people have heard of Rotary but perhaps many do not
know much about the organisation .

Rotary International is the world’s oldest service organisation.
Rotary's members are made up of professional and business
men and women.

There are some 31,000 clubs in more than 166 countries with
around 1.2 million members, who come from many religions.
Amongst Rotary’s achievements is the important role it played
in the formation of UNESCO and some 50 Rotarians served as
delegates and consultants at the creation of the UNITED NA-
TIONS.

The Polio Plus (Polio Immunisation) campaign is the largest
service project undertaken by Rotary and its greatest achieve-
ment. Polio created misery for hundreds of thousands causing
permanent crippling or paralysis in many cases and also death.

Today there are less than a thousand cases in only four coun-
tries and they expect to clear the world of this scourge in the
next few years. There task is 99.9% completed. This why
February 2010 is such an important date for Rotary as it is now
launching its final push in Worthing and worldwide to raise
money to complete this vital task.

The Town centre will see (weather permitting) a Silver mile
created out of 20p pieces, as just 20p can immunise a child
against Polio. As part of the drive, the rotary club are also
seeking new members, donations of clothes etc to sell in their
new charity shop and will be approaching local businesses to
seek sponsorship for a two page spread in the Worthing Herald
to raise awareness about the Polio plus campaign.
